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AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES

This Agreement is made     /     /    (date), by and between Mind Your Business, Inc. (“MYB”) and _____________________________(“CLIENT”).

WHEREAS, MYB provides professional services in the form of Pre-Employment Screenings and Background Investigations, and CLIENT is willing to pay MYB to conduct Pre-Employment Background Checks; 

THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

 
1.  Price.  The Price for each service provided by MYB is set forth on attached Exhibit A entitled “Pricing Schedule”, and is incorporated in full by this reference.  MYB shall not increase the Price of services for CLIENT for a period of one (1) year.


2.  Term.  The agreement will be for one (1) year, with an option to annually renew each succeeding year.  CLIENT shall exclusively use the services of MYB for the term of this agreement. Either party may terminate this agreement with a thirty (30) day written notice.

3.  Payment Terms.   MYB will send a monthly bill for payments due on CLIENT’s account on or before the 15th of each month for the prior month’s services rendered.  CLIENT shall remit payment promptly to ensure that payment is received by the 15th day of the next month.  CLIENT agrees that if any payment in full is not received by MYB by the 15th of the month that interest will accrue on the outstanding balance at a rate of one and one-half percent (1 ½ %) monthly.   If any account balance of CLIENT is more than 90 days past due, MYB may, at its option, suspend services until such time as the account balance is paid in full.   In the event of default of payment under this paragraph or as provided in paragraph 10 below, CLIENT shall pay MYB’s reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred to enforce payment.


4.  Use of Information.  CLIENT shall use all information provided by MYB in accordance with all relevant fair employment laws, including but not limited to the Fair Credit Reporting Act and the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Information provided by MYB cannot be re-sold by CLIENT.  CLIENT shall be responsible for being informed of all applicable laws and regulations relating to employment pre-screening and background checks.  CLIENT shall make all hiring decisions based upon CLIENT’S policies and procedure and acknowledges that MYB will not render an opinion regarding any requested information.  MYB may, at its option, immediately cease providing services to CLIENT if MYB becomes aware that CLIENT is using information in violation of this Agreement.


5.  Consumer Credit Information.  If a credit history is requested, CLIENT certifies that an MYB Release Authorization Form shall be completed, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit B, and incorporated in full by this reference.  In the event the application process is suspended or terminated on the basis of consumer credit information, CLIENT shall not disclose such information to the subject of the information, but shall refer the subject to the designated credit reporting agency.


6.  Indemnification.  CLIENT acknowledges that all information and services requested of MYB is for the CLIENT’s exclusive use and may not be re-sold or obtained by CLIENT for another person or entity, that all information will be held in strict confidence, except to the extent that disclosure to others is required by law, and that information on applicants will only be requested by CLIENT’s designated representatives.  MYB shall refuse any request from an employee or unauthorized associate of CLIENT.  MYB is not an insurer of the accuracy of information received, MYB makes no express or implied warranty as to the accuracy or completeness of information provided, and MYB is not responsible nor liable for any direct, indirect or consequential damages arising from the distortion, interruption, inaccuracy or failure of information and information transmission; therefore, CLIENT understands that the accuracy of any information furnished by MYB is not guaranteed.  CLIENT releases MYB, its employees, agents, successors and assigns from any liability connected with the preparation of information, or from any loss, expense or damage suffered by CLIENT resulting directly or indirectly from the use of information provided by MYB.  Further CLIENT shall not maintain any claim or assist in the prosecution of any claim against MYB, its employees, agents, successors, assigns, or designated credit reporting agency, related to the accuracy or use of reported information.  CLIENT shall indemnify and hold harmless, MYB, its employees, agents, successors and assigns from any liability arising from the misuse, improper disclosure or publishing of information supplied by MYB, including reasonable attorney’s fees.


7.  Mediation.   Any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this agreement will be settled by mediation in the State of North Carolina, with the parties sharing the cost of the mediator.


8.  Modification of Agreement.  This agreement may not be modified by the parties except in a writing signed and dated by both parties.


9.  Force majeure. 
MYB will not be liable (will be excused) for any delay in delivery or failure to deliver any information which is caused by phone line interruptions caused by local utilities, computer failure, labor disputes, war, riots, insurrection, civil commotion, fire, flood, accident, storm, any act of God, or other causes beyond MYB's control.  If either party claims excuse for non-performance of this agreement, that party shall give written notice to the other party.  This notice must be received by the other party within five (5) business days after the event excusing performance.  If the excuse affects only a part of the party's capacity to perform, the notice must include an estimate of the performance that can still be rendered.  If the excuse gives rise solely to a delay in performance, the notice must state the estimated date on which performance can be rendered.  The party receiving the notice has five (5) business days after receipt of the notice to elect its course of action and to notify the other party of that party's election.


10.  Damages.  CLIENT affirms that MYB agrees to perform services at the Price stated in paragraph 1 above, in exchange for CLIENTS promise to use MYB exclusively for the term of this Agreement.  In the event CLIENT repudiates this Agreement CLIENT affirms that MYB will be actually harmed by CLIENT’s breach in an amount that may be difficult to ascertain; therefore, CLIENT shall pay to MYB as damages that sum that equal twenty-five percent (25%) of the average monthly account balance due on CLIENTS account for the preceding three months prior to CLIENT’s repudiation or breach, within Fifteen (15) days of written notice by MYB of CLIENT’s breach. 


11.  Interpretation.  
This agreement is governed and construed in accordance with the law of the State of North Carolina.  The invalidity of any term of this agreement, in whole or in part, does not affect the validity of the remainder of this agreement.  No course of prior dealing between the parties is relevant to explain this agreement.  This agreement, with attached Exhibits, constitutes the entire agreement between MYB and CLIENT and supersedes and cancels any and all prior agreements between these parties.


12.  Notices.  Any notice required by this Agreement must be made in writing and sent to the Authorized Representative of each party at the address written below by certified mail return receipt requested via the U.S. Postal Service. 

The parties to this agreement have signed this agreement on the date set forth above.
